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blind.  Painting the combination of my father, ma-
rine subject matter and duck hunting�² one of my 
favorite pastimes�² was pure joy. 
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with a quick graphite value study, followed by a 
full -sheet watercolor.  This was my second attempt 
at painting this scene in watercolor.  Pre-planning 
was kept to a minimum, as I relied heavily upon my 
years of experience and intuition.  I used the chis-
eled handle of my brush to scrape out brambles on 
the right side. 
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as I see few watercolors with aggressive brushwork 
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
